Scammers can be very convincing. They call, email, and send us text
messages trying to get our money or sensitive personal informa-
tion, like our Social Security number or account numbers. Imposter
scams happen when someone pretends to be a friend or relative
who needs money, claims to be from your bank’ fraud department
or says they are a technical support operative needing access to your
computer. Whether it’s a desire for love, or greed, or need, they prey
on us. Scams have also become more sophisticated. You might get
an email or a text that really looks legitimate, and it looks like it’s
catered to you, because it is.

If someone contacts you claiming to be from an organization
and asks for personal information or money and or sends an email
or text asking you to click a link, check that they are who they claim
to be. Scammers can spoof email addresses and phone numbers to
make it appear like they are legitimate. Go to the source. If it’s your
bank, hang up and call them. If you have an online account, log in
online and see if there’s any messages for you.”

If you have been scammed, some things you should immedi-
ately do are contact your bank and credit card companies and put
a hold on all your accounts. Change your banking account num-
bers and order new credit cards. Immediately change any online
passwords. Next, report the scam to the Federal Trade Commis-
sion (FTC). You can do this via ReportFraud.ftc.gov. You should
also report what happened to local law enforcement agencies and
your state attorney general, if you've sent money within the United
States. If you paid someone overseas, immediately report the inci-
dent to the FBIL.

If you ever have any questions about mail you have received, or
any other information that seems suspicious, please contact us at
the Union Hall. We are here to help.

The RBC Bank account
balance on 6/30/2024, was
$2,878,357.20. The book
value on 6/30/2024, was
$2,693,422.94, the actual
value was $184,934.26,
higher than we can report
in the Financial Statement.
This is our unrealized gain,
and if we cashed in our in-
vestments on 6/30/24, our
payout would have been $2,878,357.20.

Congratulations to our Local 14 UAW
Members that ran in the GM Toledo Propulsion
Systems Unit Elections! It's always tough putting
your name on the ballot to run for any position
and we appreciate all those who ran in this elec-
tion. My heartfelt thanks to the membership that
has continued to put your confidence in me and
your support, to continue the positions that
I hold in our Union.

Local 14 UAW received their 13th Rebate
check from the International Union in the
amount of $7,769.94. Each month of 2023 the
amount of actual strike assistance benefits (week-
ly benefits and medical costs) is compared to 5%
of the first two hours of members’ dues. To the
extent that the 5% amount is greater than the
actual strike assistance benefits for the month,
the excess is accumulated for the 13th check
rebate. In April of the following calendar year,
the accumulated total 13th check rebate from the
preceding year is issued to Local Unions.

We would also like to congratulate our
members that will soon be retiring, we truly
appreciate your hard work to pave the way for all
of us. We would also like to congratulate all our
members that were able to transfer back home to
be with their families and finally back under one
roof. You will truly be missed!

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NACOCHR MEETING REPORT OUT
BY BRIAN VANPELT

Greetings my UAW Family!

First, let me thank you, the membership, for
supporting my attendance at the NACOCHR
Spring Meeting for 2024, themed “Stand Up,
Fight Back, Move Forward in Solidarity for Social
and Economic Justice” As the first member of
our region, and member of Local 14, appointed
by our Regional Director, David Green, as the
Region 2B LGBTQ+ Chair, it gives me great plea-
sure to build upon the rich history of our Local.
It is an honor to hold this position to represent
both our Local and the members of Region 2B,
giving space to a marginalized part of society
showing the importance of Article 2 Section 2 of
our Constitution. It is this part of the Constitu-
tion that gives way for ALL our members to be
treated as ONE, as FAMILY. It was during the
civil rights movement that we look to see one of
our longest serving Presidents, Walter Reuther,
walking arm-in-arm with Martin Luther King
Jr. That gave, and continues to give, true light to
the meaning of this part of our Constitution as
it progressed to our LGBTQ Community. This
would make leaders like Bayard Rustin proud to
know that his community is now treated as equal
under the jurisdiction of this UAW.

Our meeting began on Friday in downtown
Cleveland where we had opening remarks and
introductions to the Civil and Human Rights De-
partment staft by Director, Helen Walker. Sister
Walker also introduced LaKeisha Davis, TOP
Administrator to the President / Senior Director
of Civil and Human Rights Department. During
this opening session we also heard from Raye
Ohl, Regional CAP Representative for Ohio,
who spoke to all of the legislation that is going
on right now against labor and voters of Ohio
through gerrymandering of voting districts. Sis-
ter Ohl let the members know that petitions are
being circulated and available for registered vot-
ers to sign so that changes may be made to make
sure that partisan gerrymandering ends in Ohio.
Not favoring either party, just make it equal for
all so that the voice of Ohioans can be heard.
After the CAP report, we moved into regional re-
ports where the regional representatives reported
on the activities of each Local in the region. A
high overview of all of the activities was given by
all nine regions. We are all busy doing good work
on behalf of our members and union. We had
time to then as a group discuss the opportuni-
ties of the council and planning on how to move
forward, we had this discussion each day to come
to a consensus.

During our meeting we had the opportunity
to go through a number of trainings and at the
end of the meeting we were all given certificates
of completion. We had three trainings that we
completed. Those were the use of pronouns as
well as discrimination and harassment. This

was a new updated training, and the department
asked the council if there was anything that we
saw that needed changed or opportunities within
the training. The final training had to do with the
roles and responsibilities of NACOCHR. This
training was crucial as many of us on the coun-
cil are new to the position. In this training we
found out that we are responsible to our Regional
Directors to assist in implementing programs
and policies of the UAW Civil and Human Rights
Department, CHRD; serve as advisors to -
our Regional Director or International
Union Office on all matters relating to
the “No Discrimination” Policy. Part of

programs of the CHRD and the way such
programs are carried out within the Inter-
national Union. We also help formulate [
and recommend to the IEB and Civil and Human
Rights Committee ways and means by which their
department or region of the International might
more effectively carry out the “No Discrimina-
tion” Policy and submit a semi-annual report to
the Director of the CHRD.

In the training we also found out that we have
other roles as well during the National Civil and
Human Rights Conference. The responsibility
that we have during the conference are assisting
instructors with their workshops. Meeting with
instructors and getting their bio to make sure
that the necessary supplies are available for the
attendees to ensure all materials and handouts
are available in the classroom. Checking with the
instructor to see if additional copies of materi-
als are needed. Making sure that the delegates
understand the workshop schedule and check
attendance sheets, evaluation forms, photo forms,
blood drive sign-ups and delegate certificates are
in the packet for each classroom. These responsi-
bilities are to ensure that our unions CHRD has
the support it needs to make the conference a
success, not only for the department but more for
all the delegates who attend.

This was a great time to further fellowship
with members, not only from Region 2B, but also
creating that family bond with those from other
regions. For myself, I offered the members my
assistance where they might need should there
be a question regarding LGBTQ+. We said many
times over this is a safe place and so it was only
fitting that a safe place and reference was provid-
ed for questions on areas that they might not be
comfortable or have knowledge of.

Report by Alicia Reece, President Hamilton County Commissioner

Hamilton County Commissioner President Alicia Reece
made history as the first woman and African American
to win city, state, and county offices in Hamilton
County. She was appointed by then, Governor Strick-
land as where she oversaw a multimillion-dollar mar-
keting and economic development statewide campaign.
The proud Withrow High School, international studies,
public school, and Grambling State University graduate
was also elected as President of the Ohio Legislative Black Caucus during her
time as a State Representative. She championed and led the effort in the state
of Ohio for the infrastructure, Martin Luther King Highway exchange.

After winning a historic county commission election during a global
pandemic and historic searing in January 2021, she began helping the cit-
izens of Hamilton County with bold and innovative ideas. Commissioner
President Alicia Reece formed the Hamilton County covid economic and re-
covery taskforce, created a relief-a-thon helping hundreds of citizens. One of
Commissioner Alicia Reece’s most innovative ideas was the creation of The
Hamilton County equity & resources mobile tech bus — known as the one
stop 513 relief bus which traveled along with Commissioner Reece to over
200 locations and 32 different zip codes and connecting with over 16,000
Hamilton County citizens for covid vaccinations and economic assistance.
But she didn't stop there! To better connect struggling small businesses to
millions in grant assistance, Commissioner Reece hosted a small business
Relief Day to help hundreds of small business owners and launched the
Office of Small Business which has now helped over 1,000 small businesses
with $17 million in grants awarded.

Commissioner Reece continues to be a champion for homeowners by
leading the charge for the county’s first $1 million-dollar senior citizen fund
to assist with utilities and make repairs. As the former Deputy Director of
the Ohio tourism division, Commissioner Reece has utilized her creative,
marketing and visionary skills to develop and transform, what was once just
rocks, into the county’s largest equity and tourism project on the Ohio banks.
She created the Cincinnati Black Music Walk of Fame; an interactive, free
family, friendly technology tourist attraction celebrating the untold legacy of
black musical artists, producers, and musicians from Hamilton County and
southwest Ohio, this world class tourism attraction opened July 22, 2023,
with over 5,000 attendees and has been featured in national publications
from Essence, Vibe Magazine and Black Enterprise with over 22,000 visitors
to date. In addition, Commissioner Reece also formed a regional partner-
ship with a historic display at the greater Cincinnati northern Kentucky air-
port and received the Gospel Super Fest “Most Notable Achievement Award”,
in 2023.

Hamilton County Commissioner Reece became the first African Ameri-
can to give Hamilton County state of the county address on January 25, 2023,
where she championed the theme of “One Hamilton County” where every-
one can afford to live, work and raise a family. For more information visit,
achieve their dreams and thrive.

CELEBRATING JUNETEENTH e

The U.S. government was slow to em-
brace the occasion. In 2021, President
Joe Biden signed a bill passed by
Congress to set aside Juneteenth, or June
19th, as a federal holiday. The holiday
was named Juneteenth using a blend of
the words June and nineteenth.

President Abraham Lincoln’s
Emancipation Proclamation freed the
slaves in 1863, it could not be enforced in
many places in the South until the Civil
War ended in 1865. Slavery was perma-
nently abolished six months later, when
Georgia ratified the 13th Amendment.

To enforce the importance of Juneteenth, this day was collectively
bargained as a holiday in our current contract giving our members the
day off with pay.

Diah was one of the millions of garment workers in the Global South who lost their paychecks
en masse in Spring 2020. Nike alone has 1.2 million workers in its supply chain and the vast
majority are women. These workers faced wage theft at an unprecedented scale, from illegal
layoffs and terminations to arbitrary pay cuts, unpaid wages for hours worked, and

gender-based discrimination.

A year into the pandemic, as garment workers struggled to survive, Nike announced it had
made the largest profits in its history. In 2022, Nike authorized a new $18 billion dollar stock
buyback program, benefiting wealthy investors. By December 2022, the athletic wear giant
enjoyed its best quarterly revenue growth in a decade. Throughout this period, Nike
advertisements claimed to champion equality in athletics while its business decisions triggered

a human rights crisis and worsened the gaping inequalities in its own supply chain.

We have decided to fight back against this massive transfer of wealth from the women who
make the world’s clothing to some of the world’s richest executives and investors. So, last year

Global Labor Justice and Asia Floor Wage Alliance launched the “Fight the Heist” campaign

with over twenty unions across South and Southeast Asia. Since then, garment workers in
Bangladesh, Cambodia, India, Indonesia, Pakistan and Sri Lanka have mobilized together and
spoken publicly for the first time, despite significant risks, to tell the truth about working in the
supply chains of Big Fashion companies like Nike.

Workers are demanding the following actions from fashion companies:
e Sit down with garment workers and their unions for a systematic investigation of
COVID wage claims, including specific impacts on women workers.
e Stop billionaire payouts from dividends and stock buybacks until all garment workers
are repaid their lost wages.
e Transform global supply chains including providing living wages for all workers.

Women workers and their unions face many of the same challenges throughout the world —
women'’s labor is undervalued from the garment industry, to service and care workers, to
women professional athletes. We want to bring together women in labor to stand for true
gender equality at Nike and beyond — together we can demand that any company that claims
to care about equality must pay living wages to all its workers, no matter their gender or the

Willie has a passion for holding management accountable and activating more
members for union involvement. This comes from when his dad told him a story
of a worker that needed protection from a boss. The union representative came
out and saved the member’s job. This was important because this took place in the
south where unions are a smaller portion of workplaces. Willie said that he never
liked bullies and saw unions as another way to stand up against them.

Willie has been a part of many organizing and strike efforts. Fuyao, Coca Cola, Stericycle, Jeep, 7 Up, and
our own strike line, just to name a few. I have been organizing campaigns with Willie before. One time we
even rode on a bus for 13 hours one way to Canton Mississippi for an organizing rally at Nissan. He was never
prouder than to be a part of the Steel Technologies organizing drive. Willie worked at Steel Technologies when
it was a non-union shop. He said, “I was part of the move to get it organized and we were successful.” He stated
that the workers voted 99% in favor of organizing. The UAW in Region 1A organized the facility and he was

happy to say it is still organized.

Recently Willie helped a member with a medical emergency in the facility. The member passed out on a
Hilo while it was still moving. Willie courageously put his life in danger to stop the fork truck from moving.

He disconnected the battery to bring the equipment to a stop. We are happy to say that the member he helped
is doing well. Thank you, Willie, for sharing your passion.

PROTEGT YOURSELF FROM SCAMS

1. VOTER REGISTRATION SCAMS

Scammers can offer to download a voter registration app
on their phone, they likely would have downloaded a
malicious app instead, allowing cybercriminals to steal
personal data such as payment information and login
credentials. Some apps “can suck people’s information
out over Wi-Fi or Bluetooth” Ways to protect yourself:

o If someone claims you're not registered to vote and
offers to register you by phone, hang up. You cannot
register by phone, email or text. In all 50 states, you can
only register to vote online, by mail, or in person at a
local election office.

« The safest option is to register at a government location
or do so by mail. If you do register online, do not use
unsolicited links.

« Voter registration drives often occur at events such

as festivals and farmers markets, and sometimes the
filled-out forms are left on tables where anyone can see
them, the Identity Theft Resource Center warns. A better
option is to take a form, fill it out, and mail it or deliver it
in person to an election office.

2. ROBOCALLS

o Days before the January New Hampshire primary, as
many as 25,000 Granite State residents received a robo-
call from what sounded like Joe Biden but was actually
an Al-generated voice. The message: Don’t vote. “Your
vote makes a difference in November, not this Tuesday;’
the fake Biden said. In response, the Federal Commu-
nications Commission issued a declaratory ruling in
February that made “voice cloning technology used in
common robocall scams” illegal.

o Despite the ruling, voters should remain on high alert
for Al-generated audio, whether in phone calls or social
media posts.

Scammers could use fake audio for multiple purposes,
from spreading misinformation to directing voters to a
fraudulent donation site. Ways to protect yourself:

» Be suspicious of robocalls and confirm whether the
information is accurate. If a robocall tells you that your
polling place will be closed on Election Day, for example,

don't believe it. Instead, follow up with your local election
office.

o “If you receive a suspicious call from someone trying to
influence your vote, the best thing to do is just hang up,”
notes a consumer alert from North Carolina Attorney
General Josh Stein. And never trust a robocall that directs
you to donate, Bruemmer advises.

o Be skeptical of unexpected calls from someone claiming
to be a politician or a celebrity. In recent months, scam-
mers have released deepfake videos of famous peo-

ple such as Tom Hanks, Elon Musk and Dolly Parton for
fraudulent product endorsements.

3. DONATION SCAMS
Cybercriminals also use fake audio to request campaign
contributions. In some cases, a supposed candidate may
ask for a donation and tell you to push a number on your
phone, which directs you to a representative, reports ID
Watchdog, a consumer site from Equifax. Or an actual
human may call, encouraging you to donate. You may
also receive emails or texts with donation links; as with
bogus voter registration links, donation links could also
be phishing scams.

Some solicitations come from fake political ac-
tion committees (PACs). The FBI defines scam PACs
as “fraudulent political action committees designed to
reroute political contributions for personal gain,” which
is a federal crime. Bruemmer compares their tactics
to phony charities that raise money following natural
disasters. They frequently seem credible and often employ
high-pressure, emotional appeals.
Ways to protect yourself:
o If you want to donate to candidates, go to their certified
site. “Don’t answer any phone calls, don’t click on any
links in an email or text, even if it’s from somebody you
recognize or you might think is reputable,” Bruemmer
says. “Someone could have taken over their account and
started spamming you.”
» Don't rely on Caller ID: Scammers can impersonate
a political campaign phone number through a tactic
known as spoofing.

 Another reason to not answer calls: Cybercriminals
only need a few seconds to record your voice and use
AT to create a dialogue that could evade authentications
with your financial institution or credit card company.
o Visit the Federal Election Commission’s website and
search to see if a PAC is registered. If it’s not, it's not
legal, the FBI states.

o If you've been targeted by a scam PAC, contact your
local FBI field office and ask to speak to an election
crimes coordinator.

4. FAKE SURVEYS, PETITIONS AND POLLS
Opinion polls are almost as common as campaign rallies
during election season, but be careful when participating
in a survey or signing a petition.

The process often seems innocuous. Someone con-
tacts you by phone, email, text or in person to answer
a few questions. Or you might receive an urgent email
— often featuring a well-known politician’s name and
photo — asking you to sign a petition and make a small
contribution, notes former Federal Election Commission
Chair Ann M. Ravel. The problem, however, is when
you're asked to provide personal information, such as
your birth date and email address. Some scammers may
offer a gift card or other prize as an incentive to partici-
pate in the survey, and then request your Social Security
number, home address and other info — including your
credit card number to cover taxes and shipping costs for
your prize. Ways to protect yourself:
o A legitimate survey may ask how you to plan to vote
along with your political affiliation, and surveyors may
request demographic information, such as age or race,
notes Equifax’s ID Watchdog. But don't share more
specific information. Age is one thing, your birth date is
another. Decline to provide your name, address, email
address, Social Security number or driver’ license
number.
o As with other election scams, don’t click on survey
links from unsolicited emails and texts.
o If someone conducting a survey or poll offers a prize,
don't participate. “Real political polls rarely offer prizes
for participation and none would ask for a credit card
number;” ID Watchdog states.
